The journeys are not timed so extended stays at places of interest are possible, but this may result in 
you losing the support of the backup vehicle, so individual breakdown cover is recommended. Daily distances are 
between 100 and 170miles. It is your responsibility to ensure that your vehicle is road worth. We will contact all
